Whether you start in Wellington or Christchurch, you’ll cross
the iconic Cook Strait by ferry and carve a path through the rugged high country and
across some of the most legendary alpine passes.

Over four days, you’ll tackle winding gravel roads, sweeping highways, and dramatic
mountain landscapes. With Arthur’s Pass, Lewis Pass, and the Canterbury backroads
on the route, every day delivers a new challenge and a new view worth remembering.

RUMBLING

RIDER DIFFICULTY SCALE
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Level 1 - Easy Adventure
Smooth gravel, light dirt. Beginner-friendly.

Level 2 - Intermediate
Gravel roads, some ruts, and a few shallow water crossings. Basic off-
road confidence needed.

Level 3 - Advanced

Mixed gravel and dirt with occasional rocky sections and moderate
water crossings. Good stamina recommended.
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Level 4 - Extreme
Challenging backcountry with mud, steeper climbs, and deeper
crossings. Best for riders with solid off-road experience.
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SCHEDULE:

THIS SCHEDULE IS IN REVERSE WHEN THE TOUR IS STARTED IN CHRISTCHURCH.

ARRIVAL DAY - Wellington - The Gathering
Pick up from Airport and transfer to your accommodation. Meet the crew, get briefed,
and feel the excitement building for the journey ahead.

DAY 1 - Wellington to Hanmer Springs - Into the High Country

236 km | 60% Dirt

Sail across the Cook Strait before heading deep into the mountains. Rolling valleys,
wide open skies, and classic high-country farm tracks lead you into the alpine town of
Hanmer Springs.

DAY 2 - Hanmer Springs to Lake Moana - Alpine Tracks & Wild Rivers

270 km | 40% Dirt

Leave thermal pools behind and ride west through twisting gorges and remote
backroads. Climb over mountain passes before descending to the tranquil shores of
Lake Moana, tucked away on the West Coast.

DAY 3 - Lake Moana to Fairlie - Across the Divide

300 km | 40% Dirt

Cross the mighty Southern Alps via Arthur's Pass, then trace the edges of Lake
Coleridge through backcountry trails. End the day in Fairlie, surrounded by sweeping
Canterbury plains and big mountain views.

DAY 4 - Fairlie to Christchurch - The Final Run

250 km | 45% Dirt

Cut through the scenic Orari Gorge before cruising back towards civilisation. Finish in
Christchurch with memories of peaks, passes, and backroads that few riders ever get to
conquer.

DEPARTURE DAY - Christchurch - The Farewell

Departure at 9:30 AM | Christchurch Airport drop-off

Bookings are accepted with the understanding that the client acknowledges the
potential risks involved in motorcycle riding and operating an adventure motorcycle.
Waitotara Valley Estate Ltd, trading as Rumbling Adventures New Zealand, reserves
the right to modify or amend the terms and conditions at any time without notice. Any
changes will be effective immediately.

"Waitotara Valley Estate Ltd, trading as Rumbling Adventures New Zealand" (hereafter
referred to as 'RUMBLING ADVENTURES') and "You" (hereafter referred to as ‘RIDER’)
accept these terms and conditions as a binding contract between Rumbling
Adventures New Zealand and yourself.

BOOKING AND CANCELLATION POLICY
1.1 Booking Policy

e All prices are in New Zealand Dollars (NZD).

e A deposit of NZD 1,500 is required to secure a RIDER’s spot and confirm motorcycle
selection from available models. Deposits are non-refundable and can be made via credit
card or bank transfer.

e Aninvoice for the outstanding balance will be sent to the RIDER, with full payment due 30
days or more before the ride departure date. Payments can be made via bank transfer or
credit card.

e Credit card payments incur a 3.3% surcharge.

e |f the final payment is not received 30 days before the start of the tour, the deposit will
be forfeited, and the booking canceled.

e A bond of NZD 2,500 per motorcycle hire is required at the commencement of the ride.
(See insurance terms and conditions.)

e All prices include New Zealand Goods and Services Tax (GST) of 15%.

1.2 Cancellation Policy
1.2.1 Participant Cancellation

e |f canceled more than 30 days before the start of the ride, the RIDER will be refunded all
payments made, less the non-refundable deposit.

e |f canceled within 30 days of the start date, 100% of the ride cost will be forfeited.

e |f the RIDER is a no-show at the scheduled start time, 100% of the ride cost will be
forfeited.

e We recommend the RIDER obtains personal travel insurance to cover any unforeseen
circumstances that might prevent attendance.



1.2.2 Ride Cancellations

e RUMBLING ADVENTURES reserves the right to cancel any scheduled ride at any time due
to insufficient participation, severe weather, natural disasters, pandemics, or any other
reason.

e Inthe event of a ride cancellation, RUMBLING ADVENTURES will:

e Notify the RIDER immediately.

e Not be liable for any additional costs or losses incurred by the RIDER due to the
cancellation. This includes, but is not limited to, other accommodation reservations, travel
costs, and other pre-planned expenses.

e Offer an option to reschedule another ride or provide a refund of the ride deposit and ride
balance, less any deposits paid for pre-booked accommodation, activities, and admin fees,
which will constitute a full settlement.

2. TOUR REQUIREMENTS

e A full motorcycle license valid for riding in New Zealand, or an international driver's permit
is required.

e The minimum age is 21 years old.

e Ourrides are not suitable for beginner riders; RIDERS should have off-road riding
experience and be capable of handling a mid-size adventure motorcycle off sealed roads.

3. MOTORCYCLE CHOICE & AVAILABILITY

e RUMBLING ADVENTURES provides the motorcycles for the tour.

e Available motorcycle models will be confirmed at the time of booking.

e Motorcycles are available on a first-come, first-served basis, and your preferred model
may not be available at the time of booking.

4. RIDER FITNESS, HEALTH & SAFETY

By entering into a ride contract with RUMBLING ADVENTURES, the RIDER confirms that they
arein suitable physical and mental condition to participate without posing a risk to
themselves or others. The RIDER:
e |sresponsible for riding at their own pace and within their experience level at all times.
e Must not exceed local traffic laws, speed limits, or their riding experience level.
e |s prohibited from exceeding laws in relation to the consumption of alcoholic beverages
while operating any vehicle/ motorcycle during a ride, or the taking of ANY drugs that may
impair judgement while riding.



5. INSURANCE TERMS & CONDITIONS
5.1 Motorcycle Insurance

Full comprehensive motorcycle insurance is included for motorcycles belonging to RUMBLING
ADVENTURES.

5.2 Security Deposit (Bond)

e Abond of NZD 2,500 is required per motorcycle at the start of the ride. This sum is fully
refundable if the motorcycle and accessories are returned undamaged. Any damage costs
will be deducted from the bond, with the remaining balance refunded. The RIDER’s
maximum liability is limited to the bond plus any recovery costs. Payments by credit card
will incur a 3.3% surcharge.

e The bond must be paid in full by credit card, debit card, cash, or electronic funds transfer
and will be held for the duration of the ride.

6. EVENT INFORMATION

RUMBLING ADVENTURES reserves the right to accept or deny any individual from participatin;
RUMBLING ADVENTURES does not discriminate based on sex, race, or religion. However,
RUMBLING ADVENTURES owners, operators, or riding guides may deny continuance of the tou
if the RIDER is deemed a danger or disruption to themselves, the group, or the public. Any
RIDER denied continuance is responsible for their own accommodation, meals, airport shuttle
services, and other incurred costs. No refunds will be issued to any RIDER denied continuance
RUMBLING ADVENTURES reserves the right to cancel a participant's tour and motorcycle rent
agreement at any time if it is reasonably believed that the RIDER's driving is negligent, careless
or likely to cause danger.

7. EXTRA FEES & CHARGES

Traffic and/or parking violations during or after the ride are the RIDER’s responsibility. These
must be paid by the RIDER or will be charged to the RIDER’s nominated method of payment.
