ARRIVAL DAY - Christchurch - The Gathering

DAY 1 - Methven to Fairlie - The Long Way Round

250 km | 40% Dirt

Ride backroads and dirt tracks to Fairlie, warming up for the days ahead. Scenic, open,
and exhilarating.

DAY 2 - Fairlie to Alexandra - Hidden Lakes & Backcountry Stations

375 km | 65% Dirt

Past Lake Pukaki, through Black Forest Station, and over Danseys Pass into Alexandra.
High-country adventure at its best.

DAY 3 - Alexandra Loop - The Obelisk & The Nevis Challenge

344 km | 60% Dirt

Climb to The Obelisk and tackle the epic Nevis Track before returning to Alexandra.
Rugged, thrilling, unforgettable.

DAY 4 - REST & RELAX....OR NOT?
Riders can choose to relax in Alexandra or spend the day in Queenstown exploring. The
guides can show riders a few iconic tracks in the Queenstown area.

DAY 5 - Alexandra to Otematata - Peaks & Passes

345 km | 60% Dirt

Depart Alexandra to Lake Onslow and Old Dunstan Road before climbing up Thompson
Gorge into wide-open high-country terrain. Carving through the sweeping bends of
Lindis Pass before rolling into Otematata with big mountain energy and stories from
the backroads.

DAY 6 - Otematata to Christchurch - Valleys to City

320 km | 60% Dirt

Through Hakataramea Valley and Mackenzie Pass, finishing in Christchurch. Evening
group dinner to share highlights and stories.

BOOKING AND CANCELLATION POLICY
1.1 Booking Policy

e All prices are in New Zealand Dollars (NZD).

e A deposit of NZD 1,500 is required to secure a RIDER’s spot and confirm motorcycle
selection from available models. Deposits are non-refundable and can be made via credit
card or bank transfer.

e Aninvoice for the outstanding balance will be sent to the RIDER, with full payment due 30
days or more before the ride departure date. Payments can be made via bank transfer or
credit card.

e Credit card payments incur a 3.3% surcharge.

e |f the final payment is not received 30 days before the start of the tour, the deposit will
be forfeited, and the booking canceled.

e A bond of NZD 2,500 per motorcycle hire is required at the commencement of the ride.
(See insurance terms and conditions.)

1.2 Cancellation Policy
1.2.1 Participant Cancellation

e |f canceled more than 30 days before the start of the ride, the RIDER will be refunded all
payments made, less the non-refundable deposit.

e |f canceled within 30 days of the start date, 100% of the ride cost will be forfeited.

e |f the RIDER is a no-show at the scheduled start time, 100% of the ride cost will be
forfeited.

1.2.2 Ride Cancellations

3. MOTORCYCLE CHOICE & AVAILABILITY

e Available motorcycle models will be confirmed at the time of booking.

e Motorcycles are available on a first-come, first-served basis, and your preferred model
may not be available at the time of booking.

4. RIDER FITNESS, HEALTH & SAFETY

impair judgement while riding.

5.1 Motorcycle Insurance

Full comprehensive motorcycle insurance is included for motorcycles belonging to RUMBLING

5.2 Security Deposit (Bond)

e Abond of NZD 2,500 is required per motorcycle at the start of the ride. This sum is fully
refundable if the motorcycle and accessories are returned undamaged. Any damage costs
will be deducted from the bond, with the remaining balance refunded. The RIDER’s
maximum liability is limited to the bond plus any recovery costs. Payments by credit card
will incur a 3.3% surcharge.
