DAY 4 – Alexandra to Kurow – Riding Through Middle-earth
Departure at 9:00 AM | 203 km
Ride via Lindis Pass, through landscapes straight from a fantasy saga. High-country
riding that tests skill, focus, and courage.

DAY 5 – Kurow to Geraldine – Black Forest Expedition
Departure at 8:00 AM | 190 km
Journey through Black Forest Station. Fast-flowing tracks, rocky climbs, and a true taste
of backcountry adventure.

Departure at 8:30 AM | 280 km
Through Lees Valley and remote gravel backroads, riding over terrain reminiscent of
The Lord of the Rings.

 BOOKING AND CANCELLATION POLICY

 1.1 Booking Policy

All prices are in New Zealand Dollars (NZD).
A deposit of NZD 1,500 is required to secure a RIDER’s spot and confirm motorcycle
selection from available models. Deposits are non-refundable and can be made via credit
card or bank transfer.
An invoice for the outstanding balance will be sent to the RIDER, with full payment due 30
days or more before the ride departure date. Payments can be made via bank transfer or
credit card.
Credit card payments incur a 3.3% surcharge.
If the final payment is not received 30 days before the start of the tour, the deposit will
be forfeited, and the booking canceled.
A bond of NZD 2,500 per motorcycle hire is required at the commencement of the ride.

 1.2.1 Participant Cancellation

If canceled more than 30 days before the start of the ride, the RIDER will be refunded all
payments made, less the non-refundable deposit.

Motorcycles are available on a first-come, first-served basis, and your preferred model
may not be available at the time of booking.

4. RIDER FITNESS, HEALTH & SAFETY

By entering into a ride contract with RUMBLING ADVENTURES, the RIDER confirms that they
are in    suitable physical and mental condition to participate without posing a risk to
themselves or others. The RIDER:

Is responsible for riding at their own pace and within their experience level at all times.
Must not exceed local traffic laws, speed limits, or their riding experience level.
Is prohibited from exceeding laws in relation to the consumption of alcoholic beverages
while operating any vehicle/ motorcycle during a ride, or the taking of ANY drugs that may
impair judgement while riding.

5.1 Motorcycle Insurance

Full comprehensive motorcycle insurance is included for motorcycles belonging to RUMBLING

5.2 Security Deposit (Bond)

A bond of NZD 2,500 is required per motorcycle at the start of the ride. This sum is fully
refundable if the motorcycle and accessories are returned undamaged. Any damage costs
will be deducted from the bond, with the remaining balance refunded.
